rehabilitation and adoption centre will enable the Lonely Miaow Association to take a giant step towards controlling the stray cat

Project overview

Lonely Miaow currently relies on a
small number of volunteers and
foster homes, scattered far and
wide, to provide the necessary
resources for rescuing and
rehabilitating stray cats and kittens.

Unfortunately these resources are
stretched far beyond their capacity
and we are in desperate need of a
centralised Cat Rescue Centre with
enough space, equipment and
professional services to enable us
to make a real difference.

The building should incorporate
four key points:

e |t must be cat focused

e |t must be purpose built

e |t should incorporate state-of-
the-art technology

e |t must accommodate future needs

We have researched similar centres,
such as the Cat Protection Society
in Australia, to ensure our centre is
of the highest international standards.

The new building will consist of
the following operations

Veterinary Clinic

This will be a centre of excellence
in feline medicine. A qualified vet
will be in attendance at all times
together with a volunteer trained in
the handling of stray cats and
kittens which are likely to be
frightened or sick, and often both.

Initially each cat and kitten will be
placed in an isolation area, siblings
and families together of course, and
assessed by a vet for health and
temperament.

Rehabilitation Unit

The rehabilitation unit will consist
of arrival, quarantine and pound
areas where all cats and kittens
will be delivered for initial
assessment. Its design will
incorporate internal courtyards to
allow cats to exercise while
providing an attractive, spacious
environment for staff and visitors.

Adoption Centre

Cats and kittens will be transferred
here from the Rehabilitation Unit
once they are healthy, friendly, and
ready to join their new family. It will
feature quiet places where the
prospective new owner and the
feline of choice can interact and
get to know each other.

Administration

All of our administration will be
centralised in a spacious, well
equipped environment to improve
our processes and systems.
